Treasurer’s report – Angel Fleming:

Angel emailed the Income/Expense statement through October, and the treasurer’s report summary, to board members prior to the board meeting.  Total income for the year so far is $25,440.68 and total expense for the year-to-date is $3,541.34.
Principal’s report – John Leininger:

Yay!  The levy passed so congratulations to us.  Partnership with the YMCA has our 2nd graders beginning swimming lessons this week.  This is very exciting to add to our PE classes.  Partnership with the East Metro Intergration District and Concordia Language Village are working with Matoska.  Diego was here having fun with a few of the classrooms.  Kyle is here with the WBCA for art classes this week.  MCA’s this spring.  We may have multiple testing dates and times.  Cold weather is coming, dress for it, and LABEL the clothing please.  Ashland productions did a presentation and 35 students are already signed up, we are looking for 50.  We are already giving tours for next year and information nights are coming up in January.  Children’s Dental Services would like to partner up with us to provide dental care for the uninsured and is covered by the public insurance programs.  Parents can opt out if they do not want their child screened.  After screening children they will bring a dentist on site to school.  
Teachers’ report – Julie Stonehouse:

Big push from the teachers right now has been getting grade reports ready to go home this week.  There was a professional development day last week and it was really worthwhile.  They talked about balance and the importance of having balance in the classroom between work and play.  Fifth grade team would like to say thank you to the PTO for sending them out to a work shop.  It was terrific and they really appreciate it.  There is a new opportunity on the horizon for the 5th graders.  A partnership with South Campus called Cross Age Mentoring Program (CAMP).  It was started with Willow last year and has grown so much that they needed to open it up to another elementary school.
