August 11, 2009

The meeting began at 6:35 p.m.

July 28th meeting minutes were approved.

Marie Andrews announced her resignation from the Board.

Treasurer report: Angel Fleming reported that a request has been made to pay a gratuity to the DJ (Mike Anderson, Centerpoint parent) that worked at the Fiesta in May 2009.  His usual charge for that event would have been $300 but he donated his time.  Sara Hesseltine, Fiesta co-chair, requested a gratuity be paid of $100-$150.  The Board voted to authorize Angel to pay the DJ up to $150.  Angel also reported that she has added the $25,000 theft clause to the Board’s insurance policy.  The pro-rated premium is $98 and will expire April 16, 2009.
Officer elections: The current officers (Lisa Comfort and Jennifer Weddell, co-chairs; Angel Fleming, treasurer; and Amanda Cammack, secretary) submitted their written resignations.  New officer elections were held.  The new officers took office immediately following the election.  The officers for the remainder of the 2009-2010 term are: Amanda Cammack and Cari Green, co-chairs; Angel Fleming, treasurer; and Shelly Wagner, secretary.

Erin Stonehouse will take over the updating of the Parent Board website.

The Communications committee will meet with Cathy Crea and Gayle Chapman about the Buzz Sheet (weekly newsletter from the parents, with staff input), and will make a recommendation to the Parent Board about how it should work in the future.

Angel Fleming will set up a meeting for the Finance committee with associate principals John Leininger and Becky Peterson to begin working on the 2009-10 budget.

Jennifer Weddell will email electronic copies of existing CCC documents (bylaws, committee charge statements, etc.) to Erin Stonehouse for posting on the Parent Board website.

Committee information will go out to all parents in a letter, inviting parents to participate.  This letter may be included with the volunteer opportunity information packet that Gayle Chapman will prepare.

Meet the teacher picnic: This event will be held on Thursday, September 3rd, from 5 to 6:30 p.m.  The Parent Board will have a table at the event.  Possible items at the table will include: prizes for the student scavenger hunt (donated from Parkview PTO left-over supplies), fundraiser letter, Innisbrook samples, and IBO brochures.  Cari Green will coordinate staffing of the table.  Hiring Mike Anderson, the DJ from the Fiesta, was discussed.  The Board voted to authorize spending up to $150 to contribute to the cost of hiring him for the event, provided he would promote interaction and activity (rather than just playing background music).
Fundraiser letter: Erin Stonehouse distributed the letter she drafted about planned fundraisers for the 2009-10 school year.  She will make a few suggested revisions and add the names and phone numbers of the Parent Board members, and will have it ready to be distributed at the back-to-school picnic on September 3rd.
Budget issues: The Board voted to approve the following financial support for building staff for 2009-10: a minimum of $250 to each classroom teacher, and a minimum of $50 to each specialist.  The details and amounts remain to be discussed and worked out as the budget is developed, but the vote was taken in order to assist staff in planning as they prepare for the school year.

Fundraisers: Cari Green is working with Saints North to change the flyer for skating nights to more prominently advertise that they are fundraisers.  Cari will work with Papa Murphy’s to choose the dates of the pizza fundraiser nights.  They will be once a month, on Thursdays.  Cari is coordinating the Innisbrook display at the school and will set the dates with our representative.  Ordering will take place in October with delivery of items around Thanksgiving.  The rep agreed that we would not have a kickoff event for the students.
