August 25, 2009

The meeting began at 6:35 p.m.

August 11th meeting minutes were approved.

New School Name Contest: Becky Peterson and John Leininger briefed the Board on the New School Name Contest that will be launched at Meet the Teach on September 3.  Students and families will be asked to submit a name.  The entries will begin coming in at the “Meet the Teacher” picnic and continue until September 28.  The week of October 5, John and Becky will give the Parent Board the list of names which the Board and Staff will collectively then rank and choose the top three or four.  Then the top three or four will be put in ballot form and sent home in back packs the week of October 12 for the families to vote.  Friday, October 23, the winning name or names will be announced and presented to the School Board for approval at their November 9th meeting.
Spanish Liaison Update:  Diana is in town and has moved in with Erin Stonehouse and her family!  She is very excited to be here.  Diana loves working with kids.  She began her evening classes at Century College.  Diana would love to go and see Minnesota, especially the State Fair. Volunteer Form Update: Gayle Chapman will be putting the volunteer form in back packs the first week of school.  She will include a section for volunteers for the Parent Board.  John and Becky confirmed that they have approved it.
Fundraiser letter: Erin Stonehouse has made the revisions per the Board’s recommendation last meeting.  The letter will go out the first week of school along with the Parent Donation Form and the beginning of the year informational packet.  Gayle Chapman said that she has had more success getting volunteers the first week of school instead of at “Meet the Teacher”.  
Parent Board Brochure:  Shelly Wagner will assemble a brochure to be distributed at the Parent Board table at the “Meet the Teacher” picnic.  She will send to the Parent Board members via e-mail to approve after the Communications Committee has made all necessary edits and approval.

Donation Form:  The Communications Committee has asked the Finance Committee to contact Gayle and review the Donation Form Gayle Chapman has put together for the informational packet that will be sent out the first week of school.
Buzz Sheet:  Gayle Chapman has decided to take over the Buzz Sheet.  The Buzz Sheet is a weekly newsletter that goes out to the whole school.  It is in addition to the Peak of the Week.  The Buzz Sheet incorporates news for the whole school and community, whereas, Peak of the Week is for the classrooms.  The Board voted to keep the Buzz Sheet. Finance Committee Update:   
· The Finance Meeting has got through the income part of the budget.  
· IBO Training – last year the CCC gave $5,800.00 for additional training for teachers.  This year the School Board will cover training and the State of Minnesota has given a scholarship of $11,000.00 for staff development and training.  The Parent Board will consider if we want to support additional training for the teachers.
· Name on Donation Checks – for accounting purposes, until the new name for the school, checks should be made out to Parkview/Centerpoint.  Angel will follow-up with the bank to make sure this is okay and she will also check with the lawyer on taxes.

· The Board approved the $50.00 donation for Diane Jorgenson.

· Dave Zachor will file our 990 Tax forms in December.  His fee last year was $406.00.
Meet the Teacher Picnic: Cari passed around the volunteer signup sheet for the Parent Board table and Greeters.  Each member has been asked to volunteer for two 15 minute shifts.  John and Becky will take care of getting name tags.  We will be supplying lemonade and ice water.  Caribou Coffee on County Road E will be donating coffee.  Shelly Wagner will make poster for the Parent Board table.  CVS will have a table there to promote healthy strategies for our kiddos along with the opportunity for students to win hand sanitizer, facial tissues, and other treats.

Open Forum:  
· Safe & Healthy School Grant will be used for a program called “The Family Project”.  This program works with families in our school’s community to deal with typical family issues such as kids not going to bed on time, getting students to read more at home, health, divorce, etc.  Families can connect with other families dealing with the same issues.  Becky Peterson asks that the Parent Board donate food and prizes.  Child care will be needed also. 

· Becky Peterson also asked the Parent Board to help supplement the cost of lunches for the Grandmas and the Century Volunteers.  The Board agreed to consider it.

· There will be book sales at Meet the Teacher.  Books will be fifty cents.  In the future, the Book Club may ask the Parent Board for donations.
