Meeting Minutes 
December 8, 2009

The meeting began at 6:40 p.m.

Cari Green read the Parent Board essential agreements.

November 10th meeting minutes were approved.
November 30th meeting minutes were approved after one change: remove “within 15 minutes of start time” from bullet point about Open Forum under Agenda Structure Change.
Family Fun Night will be on Friday, February 5th.  It will be a movie night.  Gayle Chapman will talk to David Bataglia and Susie Mahoney about involving the student council in a box tops contest to see which class chooses the movies.  Cari Green, Erin Stonehouse and Revea Baker will coordinate this event.
Administrator’s report: 
· 10 Parkview/Centerpoint staff members were in IB onsite training last week.

· The staff is continuing to work on the assessment policy (or philosophy statement).  They are using IB and other research to guide them.

· Marketing and communications plans for this choice school are coming together at the district.  Information night will be 1/14/10, which is not the same as the rest of the district elementary schools.

· There are 48 kindergarten siblings of current students, which would make the Fall 2010 kindergarten classes 2/3 full.

· District transportation director is looking at plans for transportation improvements next year.

· Ten teachers filed mini-grants for the two new Smart Boards.  They should be installed over the holiday break.

· The Transition committee is having their first meeting to review the school name suggestions.  It will be on December 10th at 5:30 p.m. and is open to the Transition team, invited community members, and the Parent Board.  The intention is to send a name or names to the school board for their January meeting.

Teacher grant requests:

· David Bataglia (4th grade) requested $79.95 for a one-year license to the reading website Raz-kids.com.  Approved.
· Alyssa Larson (3rd grade) requested $250 for two digital voice recorders and two flip cameras.  Approved.
· Kirsten Duoos (3rd grade) requested up to $250 for two digital voice recorders and math games for multiplication and division.  Approved.
· Kim Jeske (kindergarten) requested up to $250 for two marble run sets.  Approved.
Treasurer’s update:
· Angel Fleming presented an income and expense update. 
· Expenses for the 4th and 5th grade planners were discussed.  Angel will pull the invoice and review the detail.  The board may discuss with staff looking for ways to lower the cost before ordering planners in the spring for the 2010-11 school year.

· Detailed expenses for the Spanish program are available.

· Dave Zacher, CPA, billed us $46 for a phone consultation over the summer.  $46 payment approved.
· The 990 and Attorney General’s annual report are done and will be signed and filed this week.  The Secretary of State’s annual filing is done.

· We have applied (in October) for a sales tax exemption number.

· Three checks that we have issued have been lost (2 to staff, 1 to a parent).  Voted to re-issue the three checks and not request a stop-payment on them.
· A $16 refund has been requested by a parent who said their Innisbrook product arrived thawed.  Voted to approve a $16 refund if the product is returned to us.
· A student in Chris Quinn’s class brought $26 in cash for an Innisbrook order and the cash and order form were lost.  The board will offer two boxes of chocolate (stock left over from Innisbrook order) as compensation.  If the parent presses for a reimbursement the board will give them $26.  For future fundraisers we will include a disclaimer that we cannot be responsible for lost cash and checks and will encourage families to pay online instead.
Staff report:
Kim Jeske reported that the toy drive is ongoing.  Wacky hair day is Friday.  Lisa Esboldt asked Kim to remind teachers to take pictures of wacky hair for the yearbook.
District report:

Lori Swanson reported on school board activity.  She reminded everyone that all are welcome to attend regular school board meetings and work study meetings.  She suggested that the topic of a policy on fundraiser cash handling could be brought up at a future parent leadership meeting.  The next one is on January 21st.  Cari Green will send this topic suggestion to the district staff member that creates the agenda.  Lori announced a meeting of the district calendar committee for the 2010-11 school year.  The meeting will be December 10th  from 3 to 4 pm at District Center.  It is open to all parents.  Let Lori or Jill Thelen know if you would like to attend.
Committee and Task Force report: 
· Lonnie Stai reported that the carnival will be on May 21st.  There are three themes that will be given to the students for a vote before the holiday break:  Olympics, Wonders of the World, and International Bazaar.

· Lisa Esboldt reported that 18 students came to the first yearbook club meeting.

Board vacancies:
Jennifer Weddell reported that she talked to Charley Ravine, MAP for Nonprofits lawyer, about our board vacancies.  He advised us that we could either fill the openings or leave them unfilled, and if we wanted to fill the seats we should follow the special election procedures outlined in the bylaws.  The board decided we would post a notice in this week’s Buzz Sheet about the current vacancies (for 2 returning families and 1 new family).  Names should be submitted to Jennifer by Friday 12/18.  An election, if necessary, would be held the week after the holiday break.
Open Forum:

· Angel Fleming reported that Carolyn Kay suggested buying a display for the school entry for information and flyers.  It was suggested that excess funds or a grant could be used to pay for a display.
· Amanda Cammack reported that Becky Peterson would like to find a space for volunteer information, possibly in a corner of the office conference room.
· Revea Baker said she may be able to obtain a free-standing display for free (for the entryway).
· Revea Baker suggested holding a technology drive for staff needs/wants.  There was discussion about possible ways to implement this idea.  It will be brought to a district parent leader forum for further discussion.
