The meeting began at 6:35 p.m.
Timekeeper: Cami Raeburn
January 12th meeting minutes were approved.
Update on 2/4/10 Special Meeting:  Parents and staff attended.  Proposed boundary changes and priorities for enrollment would be in effect for 2010-2011 school year.  The district is looking district-wide at demographics, and will make district-wide boundary changes when this study is complete.  Transportation possibilities to improve length of bus rides are a priority for next year.  Parkview/Centerpoint/Matoska International will send out acceptance letters on March 1, 2010 for the 2010-2011 school year. 
Update on WB Community Ed Grant:  John Leininger and Karen Herrerra reported.  Robolab will not be a good fit for the grant program because the focus of the grant is not on the classroom, but rather the community.  Parents and staff will work with Ben Butters to seek possibilities that are community focused (such as playground equipment).
Update on T-shirt Options:  Drew Maruyama reported.  He has not received responses from possible sponsors.  Since the school board approved the name Matoska International Elementary at the 2/8/10 school board meeting, that name will be used.  Karen Herrerra contacted vendors and was quoted $4.80-$6.80 per shirt.  $25 set-up fee for each color.   The task force will decide what will go on the t-shirt and plan for order forms.  
Update on Family Movie Night:  There was a great turn-out, the popcorn was a hit, and the kids had a great time.  The movie was a bit hard to hear due to the noise level of the kids.  
Reports/Updates:

Treasurer:  Angel reported: Insurance renewal in April 2010.  Cost $545.  

Excess funds:  $9689.08   The board is holding approximately $8000 in case the board needs to fund Spanish for 2010-2011.  The board should know how much of this will be needed once the district decides how much it will contribute (the board will know this information in 3-5 weeks).  This still leaves $1689.08 in the account (with $250 earmarked for Carolyn Kay).  

John Leininger mentioned RoboLab (a math and science Robotic lego set…the school already has this very large set of legos).  The software is old and outdated, and John is seeking money to reinvest in RoboLab by purchasing new software.  He disseminated Robotics information to all present for consideration of funding.  He will also seek funding from 3M.
Deikema-Nottleson book fund:  $1,000 still left.  The Board unanimously voted to give teachers a deadline of April 30, 2010 to encourage usage of this money. Any unused money would be donated to the media center for purchase of books.  A teacher, Christine Quinn, stated that the teachers will use this money to support IB planners and that it is much appreciated.
Administration:  John reported MAP testing is finishing up.  
A current 5th grade planner on government is changing from years’ past.  The Shakespeare plays will become an optional after-school club with a professional director.  Fee will be $50, with a sliding scale, and with no child being turned away.  The club will meet starting in early April, with performances in early May.  John is requesting $250-$500 for supplies (paint, costumes).  The board unanimously voted to fund up to $350 for supplies for this club from the excess funds.
By-laws task force:  Consensus Building Principles and Process disseminated to board members for review prior to March 9, 2010 parent board meeting.
Carnival Committee:  Carnival will be May 21, 2010, with a theme of The Olympics.  Acapulco will likely be catering it.
Staff:  David Bataglia showed his support for the time and efforts of the Parent Board members.
School Board/District:  Lori Swanson reported.  2/8/10 school board meeting update: The board voted to approve to change the school name to Matoska International, boundary changes as proposed, and the 5 levels of priority for enrollment for 2010-2011 school year only.  School calendar approved for 2010-2011 school year.   Next parent leadership forum with Dr. Lovett is Thursday, February 25 at 9:30 am at District Center, Room 112.  Parents welcome.  Legislative session has kicked off and is a bonding session.  Lori Swanson invites any interested parents to meet with legislators.  Contact her to set up a time to do so.
