Parkview/Centerpoint Parent Board
Meeting Minutes 
January 12, 2010

The meeting began at 6:40 p.m.

Amanda Cammack read the Parent Board essential agreements.
Timekeeper: Lisa Esboldt
December 8th meeting minutes were approved.
Board Vacancies: Four interested candidates were present at tonight’s meeting: Revea Baker, Karen Herrera, Drew Maruyama, and Cami Raeburn.  The Board unanimously voted to add all four candidates to the Board, filling the two returning parent seats that were available in December, the third returning parent seat that was vacated with the January 4th resignation of Jim Klein from the Board, and the new parent seat.  The Board agreed that since two different notices seeking new parent candidates were distributed to families (in October and December), and no candidates came forward, that seat could be filled by a returning parent.  It was also agreed that since this is the first year of the new combined school, all families could be considered “new” within the description in the bylaws.  The Board agreed that any parent representative vacancies that occur for the remainder of this school year shall not be filled, unless the total number of parent representatives on the Board falls below ten.
Treasurer’s update:
· Angel Fleming presented an income and expense update. 

· Carolyn Kay will research and order a display stand or rack for the school entry for IB and other school materials.  The Board approved spending up to $250 from excess funds for this purchase.
Committee and Task Force report: 
· Erin Stonehouse reported on plans for movie night on February 5th.  The Board narrowed the list of potential movies to three choices that will be given to students for classroom votes: Finding Nemo, Ratatouille, and Wall-E.  Muller Family Theatres is donating popcorn.  Box Tops are being collected in the classrooms and the class with the most Box Tops turned in by January 22 will get to chose the movie.  

· Jennifer Weddell reported that the Bylaws Task Force has met several times and is making good progress.  The task force will be recommending that consensus rather than majority-vote will remain the decision-making mechanism for the Board, but the details will not go into the bylaws.  Jennifer will get information about the consensus decision-making process to all Board members before the February 9th meeting so that this process can be discussed at that meeting.
· A T-shirt Task Force was formed which will research pricing and possible business sponsorships to determine if shirts will be provided free to students, sold to families, or some combination of these options. (There are about 510 students in the school this year.)  This task force will also look into design options including student art or a yearbook design tie-in.  Drew Maruyama will lead this task force and Karen Herrera and Jennifer Weddell volunteered to assist.
Administrator’s report given by Becky Peterson: 
· The school naming process was fun and successful.  The naming committee used 10 criteria to evaluate the submitted name ideas and the three finalists (Manitou, Matoska, and South Shore).  Matoska International was the final recommendation and was presented to the school board at their January 10th meeting.  Final approval by the school board is scheduled for their February 8th meeting.
· Mike Servatius is a parent with writing expertise who is leading the process of developing a mission statement for the new school.  The statement would be adopted as we move forward in the IB accreditation process.  The Parent Board reviewed and approved the language of the current draft of the mission statement (to be included w/minutes).
· There will be a posting for a new position to lead the school next year.  Becky Peterson announced that she will not be seeking this position.  John Leininger will pursue the position.
District report given by Lori Swanson, school board:

· The school board will vote at their February 8th meeting to approve the proposed school name (Matoska International).  They will also vote at that meeting to approve the new attendance area as recommended by a consulting firm.  The current Parkview attendance area will be divided by County Road E.  Students living south of this line would go to Willow and students living north of the line would go to Lakeaires.

· Letters will go out on January 13th to current Parkview/Centerpoint, Willow, and Lakeaires families, explaining the new enrollment boundaries, priorities and processes.

· The district intends to address the length of bus rides with a goal of lowering the maximum ride time which is currently one hour or more.

· The 2010-11 school year calendar has been proposed.  The school board is planning to approve the calendar at their February 8th meeting.  Any questions or concerns about the proposed calendar should be directed to Jill Thelen at the district office.
Staff report given by Kristine Fischbach (K teacher):
· Kristine thanked the Board for the new Smart Board her classroom received.  Kristine is attending weekly training classes to maximize the use of the board.  

· Sarah Wagoner received the other Smart Board purchased with Parent Board funds and her class made a thank you card for the Board.  

· Kristine reported that most staff are in their 3rd or 4th IB planners of the year and are preparing for the upcoming school information night (Thursday 1/14).

Open Forum:

· An endowment fund for need-based scholarships at the YMCA has been established in memory of Sam Lundy, father of two students at our school.  The Board voted to make a $100 donation from the Sunshine Fund to the Lundy family and will let them know they can use it for the endowment if they wish.
· Gayle Chapman is looking for more volunteers to help with Information Night on Thursday 1/14.
· Angel shared information about White Bear Community Education matching grants that are available.  Application deadline is March 5th.  Karen Herrera volunteered to work with Becky Peterson to get information from Ben Butters and John Leininger for potential grants for playground equipment or Robo-Lab equipment.
